SIGNS AROUND DISPLAYS REMIND US NOT TO GET TOO CLOSE.

14 SMITHSONIAN ARCTIC STUDIES CENTER

I WILL LOOK AT OBJECTS FROM DIFFERENT ALASKA NATIVE CULTURES. 
THESE OBJECTS SHOW ME HOW SOME PEOPLE IN ALASKA LIVE.



15 DISCOVERY CENTER

IN THE DISCOVERY CENTER, I CAN TOUCH EXHIBITS AND LEARN ABOUT 
SCIENCE.  THERE IS EVEN A MARINE TANK.  I CAN LOOK AT THE ANIMALS 
INSIDE THE TANK, BUT I CANNOT PUT MY HANDS INSIDE THE TANK.

IN COLAB, I WILL CREATE AND BUILD THINGS WITH DIFFERENT

17 THOMAS PLANETARIUM

18 SOME EXHIBITIONS CHANGE

SOME MUSEUM EXHIBITS CHANGE.  THIS MEANS I MIGHT NOT BE ABLE TO SEE 
WHAT I SAW THE LAST TIME I VISITED THE MUSEUM.  I CAN ASK MUSEUM STAFF 
ABOUT WHAT EXHIBITS ARE ON DISPLAY THE DAY I VISIT.
