Several of the names also have towns 
associated with them; presumably, those without these addresses are Anchorage residents. 
Goods purchased range from produce (such as potatoes, cucumbers, and honeydew melon) to 
staples (such as butter and bacon) to treats (such as Cracker Jacks).  See Detailed Description 
of Collection below for a listing of dates and customers’ names. Most names are written 
legibly; alternate spellings are included when the writing is not clear.
