Everyday Anchorage: Duke Russell & Ward Wells 
Opening May 1, 2026, Brian E. Davies Chugach Gallery
Experience Anchorage through different eras in the work of painter Duke Russell and photographer Ward Wells (1920–1982). Russell’s paintings from the past three decades, in conversation with Wells’ commercial and studio photographs from the late 1940s through the 1970s, show how both artists celebrate weird and wonderful aspects of Anchorage life, including people, architecture, parks, and a changing landscape influenced by tourism, development, and urban growth.

Michaela Goade: Song of the Seasons
Opening May 1, 2026, ConocoPhillips Arctic Gallery
Alaska’s landscape is shaped by seasonality - shifting light, weather, sound, and life marking the transition from summer abundance to winter stillness. This exhibition celebrates those rhythms through images, sketches, and process videos from Michaela Goade’s Berry Song and Moon Song, immersing viewers in the jeweled richness of berry-picking season and the crystalline quiet of winter. Goade, a Tlingit and Norwegian artist based in Sitka, became the first Native American recipient of the Caldecott Medal in 2021. Anchorage School District Student Art Show
On view through April 5, 2026, Atrium, First Floor, East Wing
The 54th annual Anchorage School District youth art show is a collaboration between the Anchorage Museum and the Anchorage School District that celebrates young artists. The theme for 2026 is “The World Needs Art.” This presentation offers kindergarten through high school students the opportunity to showcase their artwork at a museum. Teachers select pieces from drawings, paintings, multimedia works, photography, jewelry, and sculpture.

Dog Show

Dog Show is a celebration of human-dog relationships across geography and time. The exhibition considers the histories of dogs in the Circumpolar North, their importance to lifeways and culture in the region, and the role of dogs in contemporary life across the US as pets, helpmates, and family members. Contemporary and historical artworks, cultural belongings, archival images, and ephemera from Canada, Greenland, Norway, and the Lower 48 showcase the ways dogs have shaped our place as well as our society, shedding light on the myriad ways we understand affective and relational bonds between people and animals. Family-friendly interactives, outdoor art installations and experiences, and robust programming will accompany the in-gallery experience of Dog Show.

Second Nature
On view through April 5, 2026, Arctic & Brian E. Davies Chugach Galleries
Second Nature: Photography in the Age of the Anthropocene features images by 43 artists from around the world who have pushed technological boundaries and developed conceptual approaches to image-making that constitute a rupture in the traditions of the medium of photography. This transformation, which included the widespread use of digital technologies in the early 2000s, coincided with the emergence of the term Anthropocene. Artists used the new tools at their disposal to render a transformed world and developed a new visual language to capture it. By doing so, they created myriad approaches to representing the land, collectively reckoning with what it means to live on Earth in this age.

Second Nature is organized by the Nasher Museum of Art at Duke University, Durham, North Carolina, and the deCordova Sculpture Park and Museum, The Trustees of Reservations, Lincoln, Massachusetts. The exhibition is curated by Jessica May, Executive Director, Kemper Museum of Contemporary Art, and Marshall N. Price, Chief Curator and Nancy A. Nasher and David J. Haemisegger Curator of Modern and Contemporary Art, Nasher Museum of Art at Duke University.

Real. Arctic.
On view through August 16, 2026, Art of the North Galleries, Third Floor, East Wing
Real. Arctic. is a multifaceted art and archival project by Jérémie McGowan and Amund Sjølie Sveen of Norway that examines how the Arctic is imagined, marketed, and lived today. Taking shape as an exhibition, site-specific installation, pop-up tourist shop, performance, and evolving archive, the project moves fluidly between contemporary art, documentary material, mass-produced consumer goods, and collectible objects. 

Cold War to the Cosmos: Distant Early Warning Systems and the Arctic
On view through Sept. 7, 2026, Third Floor, West Wing
Cold War to the Cosmos: Distant Early Warning Systems and the Arctic explores the Arctic’s strategic role during the Cold War and how the era reshaped global conversations about technology, freedom and the limits of human progress. From missile detection systems in the North to the race to the moon, innovation unfolded alongside nuclear fear, defining life in the Atomic Age. The exhibition also considers art’s role in this period. Abstract Expressionists such as Mark Rothko, Jackson Pollock and Willem de Kooning became symbols of individual freedom amid ideological conflict, as the US promoted artistic expression as a counterpoint to Soviet control. Art functioned as both personal statement and geopolitical signal. Bringing together historical images and contemporary works—including major loans from national institutions—the exhibition connects past and present, reflecting on how artists continue to shape our understanding of space, technology and our shared future.

Jeron Joseph: Sacred Ground 
On view through October 4, 2026, First Floor, Family Galleries South Hallway
Jeron Joseph’s photographs reflect years of close observation along the coast of Western Alaska, tracing shifts in season, light and plant life. The work embodies the Yup’ik concept of ellarpak—often translated as “world”— symbolized by a dot within a circle to represent the alignment of all things and the movement between the mortal and the spiritual. In 2025, after devastating flooding caused by Typhoon Halong forced the evacuation of Kwigillingok (Kuigilnguq), Kipnuk (Qipneq) and other Western Alaska communities, Joseph left his home. He sees these images as a way to honor and remember the land and to share its enduring beauty. He is currently based in Anchorage.

Tricksters and Sourdoughs: Humor and Identity in Alaska
On view through October 4, 2026, Northern Narratives Gallery, Second Floor, East Wing
Tricksters and Sourdoughs examines the distinctive ways Alaskans use humor as a survival tool, coping mechanism, and vehicle for creating and sharing culture. This exhibition considers laughter as a powerful means of resistance and social critique as well as release, affirmation, and connection. Incorporating Alaska Native contemporary art, cartoons, ephemera, films, memes, and other elements of Alaska pop culture, Tricksters and Sourdoughs offers a rich and varied portrait of Alaska identity by revealing what makes us chuckle, cringe, and nod in recognition.

Arctic Sculpture: Ivory Carvings from the Anchorage Museum Collection
On view through autumn 2026, Atrium Mezzanine, Second Floor, East Wing
Arctic Sculpture celebrates the connection between walrus and Alaska Native people who have skillfully carved and sculpted walrus ivory for millennia. On view are varied examples of ivory forms from Inuit and Saint Lawrence Island Yupik cultures, including items made for leisure, trade, and tourism like cribbage boards and model ships, as well as original works of art. Visitors will appreciate intricate scrimshaw, as well as expertly carved figurines representing Arctic birds, marine mammals, humans, and the spirit realm.

Dena’ina Ełnena 
Gottstein Learning Center, Second Floor, West Wing
The traditional homeland of the Dena’ina people spans more than 41,000 square miles across Southcentral Alaska, from the Kenai Peninsula north of Talkeetna and west to the Upper Stony River. For thousands of years, the Dena’ina have sustained deep relationships with these lands and waters. This mural installation by Iñupiaq artist and graphic designer Katie O’Connor highlights three places significant to the Eklutna Dena’ina: Susni Kaq’ (Susitna River), Dgheyaytnu (Ship Creek) and Idluytnu (Eklutna). Surrounding Dena’ina words—drawn primarily from the Upper Cook Inlet dialect—name elements of the local ecosystems. Indigenous place names carry cultural, historical and spiritual meaning, honoring the enduring presence of the Dena’ina in this region.

PERMANENT EXHIBITIONS

Alaska Exhibition
Alaska is a place of contrasts—shaped by extremes, layered histories and powerful myths. Alaska brings together multiple voices and perspectives to reflect the ingenuity, knowledge systems and technologies that have allowed people to live and thrive across the North. Organized around 13 themes central to life in Alaska, past and present, the exhibition features more than 400 objects from the Anchorage Museum’s collections, alongside immersive installations with sculpture, video, sound, and participatory elements. As visitors move through the gallery, themes unfold in dialogue with contemporary issues. At its center, a gathering space hosts artists, performances and community events, inviting reflection on what Alaska is, what is real, what is imagined and what lives in between.

Art of the North 
The Art of the North galleries, located in the museum’s Rasmuson Wing, present the museum’s art collection from the perspectives of American art and an international North. Paintings, sculpture, photography, video and other media offer varied perceptions of the Northern landscape through historical and contemporary depictions of both land and people. These galleries deliver a compelling narrative for the North. Documentary works from expedition artists, Romantic landscapes by 19th and 20th century painters and works by contemporary artists for whom landscape reflects a place in transition are presented. 

Living Our Cultures, Sharing Our Heritage: The First Peoples of Alaska
The Smithsonian Arctic Studies Center at the Anchorage Museum provides access to hundreds of Alaska Native cultural belongings on long-term loan from the Smithsonian Institution. These objects are available for hands-on study by Alaska Native Elders, artists and scholars, and for public viewing in the exhibition Living Our Cultures, Sharing Our Heritage: The First Peoples of Alaska. Featuring more than 600 objects selected and interpreted with Alaska Native advisers, the exhibition is complemented by multimedia installations that share contemporary Alaska Native life and immersive Arctic soundscapes. The 10,000-square-foot center also includes an archaeology lab and community space that support research, learning and cultural connection. Established in 1988 as part of the Smithsonian’s National Museum of Natural History, the center has partnered with the Anchorage Museum since 1994.
